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Typical risk transfer vehicles only help contractors manage a portion of the risks
that are inherent on a construction project. Other uninsured risks can be mitigated
by focusing on several key areas, including the contract, the budget, the project
schedule, changes, and the document management system. This presentation will
review each of these key areas in detail and demonstrate techniques that owners
and contractors can use to increase their ability to manage these risks.

> Examines the impact of uninsurable risk on contractors’ short-term and
long-term performance.

> Provides strategies for mitigating uninsurable risks in a way that mini-
mizes contract disputes and delays in performance.

> Provides tools for evaluating performance over a project life cycle, iden-
tifying problems, and taking corrective actions.

Key to the system is to have the review performed by an individual that has consid-
erable project management experience with the project being reviewed, familiarity
with cost reports and financial forecasts and expertise in preparing and modifying
CPM schedules.

Reviews are performed on a set timetable, i.e., quarterly or semi-annually.

Primary goal is to identify problems in a more timely fashion, which allows correc-
tive actions as soon as possible to mitigate delays and adverse effects.

System allows a company to be proactive as opposed to reactive.

System also provides an overview of critical information about projects regarding
personnel, equipment, cost trends, subcontractors, purchase orders and project
documents.

Insures that company policies are being adhered to.

System is also a training tool for project management.

Project Schedule
1. Insures there is sufficient detail and correct logic in schedules.
2. Insures critical path as shown in the schedule is accurate.

3. Insures that the schedule takes into account resource dependencies (such as
pile driving activities using the same rig and hammer).

4. Insures that schedules are being updated on a regular basis.

5. Evaluates schedule slippages/gains. (What are the causes? Is this a claim is-
sue?)

6. Confirms that the schedule is consistent with the financial forecast.
